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The Honor Society of Food Science and Technology 

Outstanding Chapter of the Year Award
The Phi Tau Sigma Outstanding Chapter of the Year Award shall be given to honor a Chapter of Phi Tau Sigma that has achieved excellence in the areas of research, scholarship, leadership and service.
The award comes with a plaque and a $1000 honorarium to be used by the Chapter to advance distinction in the food science discipline. 
Chapters shall have been active for at least 6 months at the time of awarding, and its Members (students and professionals) must be members in good standing.

“Members in good standing” are defined by the Phi Tau Sigma Constitution as “those whose dues are paid up-to-date.” [Article II – Membership, Section 2, Member.]  

The Phi Tau Sigma Outstanding Chapter of the Year Award shall be presented annually at the annual Phi Tau Sigma meeting.  

Nominations shall include:

· The Nomination Form (below). 
· A list of the members of the Chapter.  Be sure this list is accurate and all are members in good standing.
· A listing of the accomplishments, activities, and services published in the Phi Tau Sigma Newsletter or a departmental Newsletter during the 12 months prior to submission of the nomination. (25 points)
· A listing of all activities and functions from the 15 months, January 1 of the previous year to March 31 of the nomination year. (25 points)
· A listing of all service activities over the past 4 years. (25 points)
· A description, in 500 words or less, detailing current and future plans to fulfill the mission of Phi Tau Sigma, to raise the stature and recognize scholarly achievements of the Food Science and Technology profession. (25 points)
· A 2 to 3 paragraph summary of the nomination material, suitable for publication in the Phi Tau Sigma Newsletter.

· A photograph of the Chapter members.
A maximum of 100 points can be accrued, and the highest score shall be awarded the Phi Tau Sigma Outstanding Chapter of the Year Award. In the case of a tie, the prize may be shared or the Awards Committee may break a tie at their discretion.
The Nomination Form and Statement shall be submitted to the Chair of the Awards Committee, with a copy to the Executive Director, by email by April 1 of each year.  A photograph (optional but encouraged), and 2 to 3 paragraph Summary of the nomination statement (in Word), both suitable for publication in the Phi Tau Sigma Newsletter, shall be sent to the Executive Director by the same date. Please write “Phi Tau Sigma Chapter of the Year Award” in the subject lines of both emails.

The Awards Committee will review nominations and select a winner by May 1 of the awarding year.
