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The Honor Society of Food Science and Technology 

Phi Tau Sigma 
Mid-Career Accomplishment Award 
The Phi Tau Sigma Mid-Career Accomplishment Award was inspired by the career and contributions of Dr. Kathryn L. Kotula, and particularly her service to Phi Tau Sigma. 
The objective of the award is to recognize and foster the development of mid-career Phi Tau Sigma members (academic, industry, government, associations) who have demonstrated significant skills and impactful contributions to the food science/technology industry, or closely allied industry, and to Phi Tau Sigma.
The Phi Tau Sigma Mid-Career Accomplishment Award shall be given to a professional Member who has been a professional in the food science and/or technology, or closely allied field, for between 10 to 20 years.  
The award includes a plaque and $1,000 provided by the endowment for this award.  
Nominees shall have been a Member in Good Standing of Phi Tau Sigma for at least 2 years by the time of awarding.  (Post-docs are considered professionals.)
Nominators shall be two (2) Phi Tau Sigma Members in Good Standing, at least one of which shall be a professional Member.  There shall be no self-nominations. Nomination emails shall come from one of the nominators, with the other nominator copied.
“Members in good standing” are defined by the Phi Tau Sigma Constitution as “those whose dues are paid up-to-date.” [Article II – Membership, Section 2, Member].  
The Phi Tau Sigma Mid-Career Accomplishment Award shall be presented annually at the Phi Tau Sigma Awards Ceremony.  There will be one award given annually, at the discretion of the Phi Tau Sigma Awards Committee.  
The nomination packet shall include the 
1) Nomination Form (below), 
2) Nomination Statement of not more than 1500 words describing the objectives, accomplishments, and particularly Impact of the nominee’s professional career thus far, demonstrating significant skills and contributions to the food science/technology industry, or closely allied field (75 points total – see additional details below), 
3) List of the Top 5 accomplishments/achievements of the nominee (15 points), 
4) CV/Resume: Include a list of publications, patents, or other relevant articles of which the nominee is an author (Limited to four pages). (10 points)
Materials in the Nomination packet in excess of the word or page limit shall not be considered in the evaluation process.

Lastly, nomination materials shall also include 
5) A 2 to 3 paragraph Summary of the nomination material (in Word), suitable for publication in the Phi Tau Sigma Newsletter and 
6) A photograph of the nominee (optional but encouraged). 
Additional Details for the Nomination Statement
The Nomination Statement should include: 

A) A discussion of the nominee’s professional contributions, including their significance to food science/technology, or allied field, demonstrating: 

a) significant skills including innovation and aggressive leadership (20 points)
b) resulting in a successful track record of impactful accomplishments (20 points) and 

c) outstanding contributions to the food science/technology field, or closely allied field (20 points).

Supporting information may include accomplishments such as patents, trademarks, non-proprietary projects, number of products developed, number of students graduated, number/amounts of grants obtained, improvements in products or processes which have resulted in production efficiencies, novel process developments, development of managerial skills, and any other activities indicative of achievement in industry, academia, government, or associations. 

Information on numbers of publications (peer-reviewed articles as the senior author, peer-reviewed articles as contributing author; book chapters; extension bulletins; trade publications; abstracts) and presentations may be included in this statement.
B) A discussion of the nominee’s contributions to Phi Tau Sigma. (15 points)
Nomination materials #1-4 (Nomination Form, Nomination Statement, List of the Top 5 Accomplishments/achievements, and CV/resume) shall be submitted in one document to the Chair of the Awards Committee (the current Awards Committee Chair and email address is listed in the Phi Tau Sigma Newsletter), the Phi Tau Sigma Executive Director  executivedirector@phitausigma.org), and the Phi Tau Sigma Newsletter Editor (newsletter@phitausigma.org) by email by February 1 of each year. 
Also by February 1 of each year, nomination materials #5-6 (Summary and Photograph) shall be submitted to the Phi Tau Sigma Executive Director (executivedirector@phitausigma.org) and the Phi Tau Sigma Newsletter Editor (newsletter@phitausigma.org), as a Summary in Word, and a pdf photograph. 

Please write “Phi Tau Sigma Mid-Career Accomplishment Award” in the subject line of both emails.

Background: 

The Phi Tau Sigma Mid-Career Accomplishment Award was inspired by the career and contributions of Dr. Kathryn L. Kotula, and particularly her service as a volunteer to Phi Tau Sigma as the Executive Director and Newsletter Editor for 13 and 15 years, respectively; and Chair and member of many committees over the years. Dr. Kotula realized that there are scholarships and awards for students and young professionals.  And awards for those later in their career.  But nothing in between.  Hence this award. 

During her career, Dr. Kotula was a recognized authority on the safety and quality of animal products, including poultry, red meat, dairy, eggs, and seafood.  A Senior Investigative Food Scientist and former professor of food science, Dr. Kotula spent most of her career as a uniquely qualified expert on animal products throughout the continuum of production, processing, regulatory compliance, distribution, warehousing, and consumption.  She served a unique function to the food industry as a scientific expert by defining the science involved in food safety and quality lawsuits.  She actively shared her food science knowledge with consumers (aged 5 through Senior citizens) through the television, radio, and print media, and in lectures.
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
